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1. General Provisions
1.1. Introduction

The basic educational program (BEP) of higher education (HE) for the specialty
31.05.03 Dentistry for foreign students (English-language program), profile 02
"Healthcare™ (in the field of providing health care in patients with dental pathology).
BEP HE is a set of documents developed and approved by the Academic Council of
FSBEI HE PSMU of the Ministry of Health of Russia, that takes into account the
requirements of the labor market based on the Federal State Educational Standard of
Higher Education (FSES HE) for the relevant specialty, level of education and
profile in the field of professional activity. BEP HE includes the requirements of the
Occupational standard «Dentist», that correspond to the profile of professional
activity of graduates. BEP HE regulates the purpose, expected outcomes, contents,
requirements and technologies for the implementation of training and education,
assessment of graduates' knowledge and skills.

1.2. Regulatory documentation at the basis of BEP HE.

1.3. Characteristics of the basic educational program of higher education

Purpose of BEP HE for the specialty 31.05.03 Dentistry for foreign students
(English-language program), profile 02 "Healthcare™ (in the field of providing health
care in patients with dental pathology) is developing a set of universal, general
professional and professional competencies in students. Achieved competencies
allow graduates to perform certain work activities as part of the labor functions of
the occupational standard «Dentist» that corresponds to the professional activity of
the graduates.

Credit value of BEP for the specialty 31.05.03 Dentistry for foreign students
(English-language program), profile 02 "Healthcare™ (in the field of providing health
care in patients with dental pathology) is 300 credit points (hereinafter - credits) for
full-time education, regardless of the educational technologies used or whether
network form or individual curriculum (including individual curriculum for
accelerated education) were implemented.

The period of mastering the BEP HE, regardless of the educational technologies
used, including the holidays provided after the State Final Examination, is 5 years.
The period of mastering the BEP HE using including individual curriculum for
accelerated education for students with disabilities is extended by one year. The
volume of the program implemented over one academic year cannot exceed 70
credits, regardless of the educational technologies used or whether network form or
individual curriculum (excluding individual curriculum for accelerated education)
were implemented. The volume of the program implemented in the form of
accelerated education in one academic year cannot exceed 80 credits. One credit unit
corresponds to 36 academic hours. The duration of one academic hour is 45 minutes.

Admission requirements of HE programs: - government-issued secondary
school leaving qualification and/or government-issued secondary vocational school
leaving qualification, government-issued document of higher education (Bachelor's
degree, Master's degree or Specialist's degree). Admission rules of FSBEI HE
PSMU of the Ministry of Health of Russia are developed on an annual basis in
accordance with the Procedure for admission to institutions of higher education,
approved by the Order of the Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian
Federation.



2. Characteristics of professional activity of a graduate who has mastered BEP
for a specialty 31.05.03 Dentistry for foreign students (English-language program).
2.1. Profile and scope of the graduate's professional activity. The profile of the
graduate's professional activity is defined as 02 "Healthcare", which corresponds to
the specialty and streamlines the contents of the program within the specialty by
focusing the program on the scope of professional activity (in the field of providing
health care in patients with dental pathology) of graduates. Graduates can carry out
professional activities in other areas of and/or spheres of professional activity,
provided that their degree and achieved competencies meet the employers'
requirements for the position.

2.2. Types of objectives of a graduate's professional activity.

As part of mastering BEP HE, graduates are prepared to achieve objectives of the
following types of professional activity:

- Medical;

- Research and development;

- Managerial and administrative;

- Pedagogical.

Each type of professional activity of graduates entails following kinds of
objectives:

Medical, research and development, pedagogical: examination of the patient in
order to make a diagnosis; prescribing pharmacological and non-pharmacological
treatment and monitoring its efficiency and safety; implementation and monitoring
of the effectiveness of individual medical rehabilitation programs; implementation
of anti-epidemic and other measures of public health protection as well as
monitoring their effectiveness; implementation of health and hygiene education
measures in general population and professionals aimed at development of a healthy
lifestyle.

Managerial and administrative: management, administrative work.
